High prices and a very favorable year for production has 1ncreased the
agricultural income for Sonoma County to another all time record of
$126,668,540.

Fruit and Nut crops have shown the largest gain with grapes being the most
~dominate in this series of crops. 1In other categories, production has been -
fairly stable but higher prices again caused tremendous increase in dollar

value.
