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Gentlemen:

I am pleased to submit the annual crop report of agricultural production
in Sonoma County for the year 1975 as required by Section 2279 of the
California Food and Agricultural Code.

This report is based on replies from all known sources of information from
producers, buyers, processors and individuals who produce agricultural
products in Sonoma County.

The gross value of these products amounted to $120,047,100. This amount is
down by $4,191,790 from the previous year.

The figures in the foregoing pages will show the fluctuation of each
commodity; however, the largest decrease occurred in Fruit and Nut Crop
areas which was caused by weather conditions, markets, etc., which are
beyond control of the producers.

My appreciation is expressed to those who have cooperated with my staff
in furnishing information and to Assistant Commissioner Joseph C. Violetti,
under whose direction it was compiled.
