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I am pleased to submit the annual crop report of agricultural production in 
Sonoma County for the year 1978 as required by Section 2279 of the California 
Food and Agricultural Code. 

This report is based on replies from all known sources of information from 
producers, processors, buyers and individuals associated with agriculture 
in Sonoma County and is reported in gross income only. 

Although this report shows an increase of $15,231,000 farmers were faced with 
inflationary factors which resulted in extremely high cost of production. A 
higher percentage of fresh apples packed at increased prices, a better yield 
of wine grapes per acre and increased prices for livestock and poultry items 
reflect the majority of the ~ value increase. 

My thanks to the individuals and firms whose cooperation made this report 
possible, and to my staff under the direction of Deputy Commissioner Jerry 
Benincasa who coordinated and compiled this report.
